The 
church at Corinth was planted by Paul (Acts 18).

•Date: Written around 55AD, from the city of Ephesus (1Cor. 
16:8-9) during Paul’s third missionary journey (Acts 19).

•Key Verse: 1Corinthians 16:14 - “Let all that you do, be done 
in love.”
