It 
DavidÕs lineage and spends more time 
reviewing the eight good kings of Judah 
then it does the twelve evil kings. This will 
stand as a reminder to Judah as they 
return from the Babylonian captivity to 
serve God faithfully.

SolomonÕs Reign (1-9)

¥ Reminder - Solomon is the son of David 
and Israel is still one nation at this time.

¥ Solomon asked for wisdom, and was 
granted it plus great wealth.

¥ Solomon completed the Temple of God as 
his father had desired.

¥ The only original content is the Þre of the 
Lord consuming the sacriÞces in 7:1-3.

8 Good Kings of Judah

1. Asa, 910-869BC.
2. Jehoshaphat, 872-848BC.
3. Joash, 835-796BC.
4. Amaziah, 796-767BC.
5. Uzziah/Azariah, 792-740BC.
6. Jotham, 750-735BC.
7. Hezekiah, 715-686BC.
8. Josiah, 640-609BC.



Babylonian Captivity

¥ King Nebuchadnezzar carried Judah into 
captivity in 586BC. 

¥ The captivity lasted 70 years to pay for 
the sabbaths that were ignored by Israel 
from the time of Eli the priest.

¥ The book of Lamentations was written at 
this time because of the destruction of 
Jerusalem.



Return to Jerusalem

¥ Cyrus king of Persia sees himself in the 
prophecies of Isaiah and gives the order 
to rebuild the temple in Israel.
