¥ Esther wins a Obeauty contestO and is
iInstalled as Queen of Persia.

¥ Mordecal demonstrates his loyalty by
saving the king.

¥ Haman issues a decree to kill the Jews.

¥ Mordecal asks Esther to intervene.



Esther's 1st Feast

¥ Esther threw a party for the King and his
trusted advisor Haman.

¥ Haman is prideful, but his arrogance Is
confronted by MordecaiOs lack of respect.

¥ Haman has a 50 foot gallow built for
Mordecal.

¥ The King honors Mordecal when It Is

discovered he was given no reward for
saving the King.



Esther's 2nd Feast

¥ Esther revealed HamanOs plan to kill all
the Jews.

¥ Haman was hanged from the gallows he
built for Mordecal.



Feast of Purim

¥ Mordecali replaced Haman as the
advisor to the King.

¥ Esther begged the King to prevent his
earlier decree to kill the Jews.

¥ The Jews were given permission to
defend themselves.

¥ The Jews celebrate this deliverance
with the feast of Purim.
